February:

In the past Goldfish and Pretzels were the snack and Apple Juice and Water were the beverage provided.  Shopping for the craft and snack are done in April.

May:

Kindergarten Orientation 2010

Event Schedule changes from year to year.  The schedule for 2010 was:

Screening Day:  Rotates yearly.  (2010 Charlton Heights screened the first week so in 2011 we will screen the second week)  Screening is done in 3 teams in 45 minute blocks.  At Kindergarten registration the parent signs up for their desired time slot.  Screening day runs from 8:30 until 11:30. The child is only required to show up for their 45 minute session.  Parent fills out a questionnaire while the child is screened.


Orientation Day 1:  Day begins at 9:30.  Children arrive and parent goes to Getting Acquainted Session in the gym with Tim.  PTA President gives a overview of PTA opportunities and a tour.  We set up a coffee and light snack table for them.  Children start by doing a craft in the cafeteria. They then go to computer.  Snack is set up. Children return to the cafeteria for snack then go to the library. Snack is cleaned up. Children return back to the cafeteria for sign-out at 11:00.  Each parent must sign out their child.

Orientation Day 2:  Day begins at 9:30.Children arrive and parents leave. Children give $.50 for their choice of Chocolate or White milk. Children start the session by doing a craft in the cafeteria.  We submit the money and milk tally to the lunch ladies. Children go to the gym.  We pick up the milk and set up snack in the cafeteria. Children come back to the cafeteria for snack then they go on a tour of one of the kindergarten rooms. Snack is cleaned up. Children come back to cafeteria.  Diplomas are distributed at check out.
