Responsibilities for your assigned weeks are:

Take down the stars currently on the board.  Put these stars in the back of each teacher's envelope behind the cardboard.  These envelopes are found in a white box in the PTA cabinet in the cafeteria. Pick a new student star from the front of each teacher folder.  Put a slash (\) through the check mark() corresponding to the name of the student you have chosen.  On the right of the teacher lists next to the child's name, write the date their star is going on the board.  Mount the stars by grade level.

In the box, there is a folder with blank “Announcement List” sheets to be filled out for Mrs. Stephens.  Enter each new “star” student’s name next to the teacher name so that they may be announced on Monday morning.  Make a copy of the list for the file and put the original in Mrs. Stephen’s mailbox by the preceding Friday. You can use the copier in the mailroom that faces the hall – PTA code 2010.
